          hat happens when a resident outlives his or her life savings?
       Even when someone has saved responsibly for retirement, the 
blessing of a very long life or the challenge of costly medical care 
can deplete one’s resources.

This was the dilemma faced by Elizabeth 
Farish (right). She moved into The Village 
at Summerville and enjoyed her life there 
very much. “The staff at The Village loved 
my mother, and she loved them,” shared 
her son, J. Frank Farish. However, the 
day came when Mr. Farish realized his 
mother’s savings were dwindling.

“I reached out to Brown McCallum, who was the Administrator at 
The Village at that time, and we scheduled a meeting to go over my 
mother’s finances,” he recalled. “Thankfully, I was able to personally 
help with the cost of her care, but the total cost was more than my 
wife and I could bear alone.”

Thanks to the generosity of PCSC donors – both churches and 
individuals – PCSC had the resources to make up the difference, 
and Mrs. Farish was able to remain at The Village. “PCSC took care 
of my mother for the last nine months of her life, when the only 
income she had left was Social Security,” said Mr. Farish.

As a PCSC Ambassador for the Yeaman’s Park Presbyterian 
Church for 17 years, Mr. Farish was a enthusiastic supporter 
of the Mother’s Day Offering collected each year. “I have often 
said that there is no better place to make a difference with one’s 
donations than supporting resident aid at PCSC.” He was also 
an important advocate for the need for PCSC to develop assisted 
living as a residential offering, creating a “middle ground” between 
independent living and skilled nursing care.

The dilemma faced by Mrs. Farish and her family has been faced 
successfully over and over by hundreds of residents of Presbyterian 
Communities of South Carolina. Their individual stories typically 
go untold, however, to protect their privacy. PCSC is grateful to 
Mr. Farish, who was gracious enough to share his mother’s story.

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The Rev. Jim Caprell, Chaplain for The Clinton 
Presbyterian Community, received a full scholarship 
to attend the national conference of the Presbyterian 
Older Adult Ministries Network (POAMN) this 
summer. More than 80 pastors and congregational 
leaders attended this year’s event at Zephyr Point 
Presbyterian Conference Center on Lake Tahoe. Jim 
was one of six senior living chaplains present.

POAMN is a network of individuals and 
congregations working with older adult ministries. 
The goal is to tackle the challenges of aging with 

expert solutions, and to redefine aging as a journey of spirituality, strength, 
growth, care and compassion. As an organizational member, PCSC provides 
annual support to POAMN.

This year’s theme was Savoring the Journey. From the opening multimedia 
presentation by Mary Patricia Voell, entitled “Voices,” conference participants 
celebrated and honored aging and were immersed in ways to minister to, 
and through, older adults. In addition to the excellent keynote addresses, 
Jim attended several breakout seminars focusing on healthcare chaplaincy, 
dementia and living in an increasingly older population.

It was because of his interest in studying dementia that Jim received his 
scholarship to attend the conference. Jim has submitted a proposal for a 
project he will undertake at the Clinton Community in the future. According 
to the Alzheimer’s Association, more than 10% of the population aged 65 
and older have some form of dementia. Jim hopes to work with Clinton’s 
Therapy Department to compare that percentage to those with cognitive 
decline in the community. The results will help him form a better chaplaincy 
program for the residents.

Jim shared that one of his most memorable moments of the conference was 
the congregational singing of “One Voice,” a song made popular by The 
Wailin’ Jennys. The following stanzas, he said, highlight the hope that lies in 
our days of senior adult living:

This is the sound of all of us
Singing with love and the will to trust

Leave the rest behind it will turn to dust

This is the sound of one voice
One people, one voice

A song for every one of us

Plus, she adds, “It was really a 
gift to my children to know that 
I was settled and my security was 
provided for. And I enjoy being 
around people my own age. In a 
suburb, so often one’s neighbors are 
all gone by 8 am, and sometimes 
you might not even know them.”

“Living at the Columbia 
Community has been the answer 
to a lot of prayers. One feels like 
a part of a real community, part 
of a family, but one can also keep 
one’s independence. I am able 
to live my life the way I want to, 
without having to be concerned 
with cooking when I don’t want to, 
yard work, or housekeeping. And 
the staff is so top-notch, so helpful. 
They are always looking out for the 
residents.”

Giving Back
Faye also appreciates the 
opportunity to give back to her 
neighbors. She feels it is important 
to let other residents know they 
are cared for with short visits, 
cards or a simple phone call to let 
them know others are thinking 
of them. “I think it is important 
to find something you can do for 
someone else to pick them up,” 
she shared. She also contributes to 
the Columbia Community as the 
chair of its Activities Committee, 
providing support and suggestions 
for the Life Enrichment program.

Making a 
Planned Gift
Given Faye’s experience at the 
Columbia Community and 
her desire to give back, it is not 
surprising that she has also made 
a planned gift to PCSC in her 
will. She said, “I have enjoyed it so 
much here, I wanted to make some 
contribution to keep it going for 
others. Working with my financial 
advisor and my children, I was able 
to take a very comprehensive look 
at my overall situation. It feels so 
good to be able to contribute to 
PCSC and at the same time not 
feel as though I am taking anything 
away from my children.”

It is also a witness of giving back 
to God, she added. “After all, part 
of it belongs to Him, and PCSC is 
God’s blessing for me.”

F
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              lanned gifts (sometimes called deferred gifts) are part of one’s estate
       plans that leave a legacy for a charity that is important to you. While 
there are a number of ways to make a planned gift (using a will, an IRA 
account, a trust, gift annuity, or life insurance policy, for example), which 
one is right for you? What are the different considerations?

The first and most important factor is your charitable intent. Planned gifts 
are not about making money, but rather about leaving a legacy to bless 
others. At the same time, this can be done in a variety of ways to best meet 
the needs of you and your family.

Besides your charitable intent, there are three very practical things to think 
about:

Can I change my mind in the future?  
Some planned gifts, such as bequests in a will or beneficiary 
designations on life insurance and IRA accounts, can be revoked 
if you choose. Others, such as charitable gift annuities, cannot. 
Typically, if you reserve the right to change your mind about a gift, 
it will not be tax deductible for the present. However, since you are 
not making a current gift, the assets are there for your future use if 
you need them.

Do I need a stream of income?  
Some planned gifts, such as charitable gift annuities, provide an 
assured stream of income for the rest of your life. The residual, if 
any, goes to the charity. Because the expected value of this residual 
can be calculated, you also receive an income tax deduction today. 
Certain trusts can also be used to yield current income for you or a 
loved one, as well as tax benefits in the present.

How does the gift redirect my taxes?  
Gifts that cannot be revoked provide an income tax deduction that 
allows you to do more to benefit the charity or your family. Further, 
making these gifts with appreciated securities can partially avoid or 
defer capital gains taxes. Certain revocable gifts can also provide very 
positive tax benefits for your estate and heirs, even if they are not 
currently deductible for you.

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In 2016, a volunteer from the Lexington Village 
Square Theater hosted an acting class at The Columbia 
Presbyterian Community that was wildly successful. 
The class was popular and grew, but the instructor later 
had to step down and no replacement could be found.

Knowing that there was an interest and need for a 
drama program, Life Enrichment Coordinator Amy 
McCormack decided to take on the challenge of 
leading it herself. Given her background, it suited her 
well. She grew up in a small New Jersey town, close to 
New York City and Broadway. As she tells it, “The fine 
arts were, and still are, a major focus in the schools I 
attended, and music and acting were a huge part of my 
life. I grew up in community theater and school plays, 
choirs, anything I could do to perform, but never even 
thought of, or dreamed of, writing and directing my 
own plays until now.”

In January, the Columbia Community residents 
embarked on an epic journey of creative expression 
with Amy – called the PCSC Players – using the tools 
and skills she learned through various acting classes and 
productions. The first production was a short skit called 
“Warming Up Winter” and included five characters. 
Luckily, five residents came to the first rehearsal. The 
performance was a huge success.

The PCSC Players meet every Tuesday with a different 
cast each month, though some “regulars” always attend. 
“Those ‘regulars’ are the residents that we consider 
our ‘veteran actors,’” says Amy. The participants are 
directly involved in the production process, which 
includes choosing costumes, sets, props, etc. Skits are 
performed monthly and written and/or edited by Amy

based on the number of 
participants. “Writing the 
skits and short plays has 
been quite the creative 
challenge for me and 
the residents who assist,” 
according to Amy. “Some 
of the skits’ themes and 
basic scripts are already 
written, and I enhance 
the scripts by adding 
characters and changing 
dialogue as needed. Residents come up with their 
character names and some dialogue ideas. So far we 
have done comedies, dramas, fantasies, mysteries and 
even thrillers.”

In August, the PCSC Players began rehearsing a one-act 
play of a Gilligan’s Island episode called “Don’t Bug the 
Mosquitoes.” With a cast of 11, this will be the biggest 
production yet and uses an actual transcript from the 
show with minimal editing by Amy. The play will be 
performed on Tuesday, September 25th at 3:30. “Please 
join us for this fabulous theatrical treasure!” says Amy.

What lies ahead? Currently, Amy and the residents’ 
Murder Mystery Writer’s Guild are writing a murder 
mystery theatre production that will include both 
resident and staff actors, more elaborate sets and 
costumes, ticket sales, as well as a lunch and dinner 
performance for guests. The Columbia Community 
is also looking forward to hosting its own Oscar-like 
awards ceremony to honor its fabulous actors. Stay 
tuned!
